We will
accept all major credit cards.

The Cincinnati Marriott North has a NRHS rate of $102.00 per night plus taxes for the period April 4t through the
7th. Their phone numberis 513-874-7335 or 800-228-9290. Ask for the National Railway Historical Society
group rate when making reservations. This does not include breakfast, however the hotel does have a River City
Grille restaurant, and there are numerous local restaurants within easy walking or driving distance from the hotel

including a Bob Evans across the street. The hotel does not provide airport shuttle service.

Getting to Cincinnati by Amtrak is not very convenient with arrivals during very early morning hours only three days per
week via The Cardinal. Air travelers have two destinations to fly to since West Chester, OH is midway between the
Greater Cincinnati Airport located in Northern Kentucky, and the Dayton International Airport in Dayton, OH. Dayton
may offer lower fares. Both airports are served by multiple carriers. Greyhound also serves Cincinnati.
